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Provide Guidance, Not Answers

Guideline: Provide guidance through leading
questions and guided discussions rather than
providing direct answers or solutions.

Reason: This helps students develop
independence and confidence in their abilities.

Maintain a Positive Environment

Guideline: Create a supportive and encouraging
atmosphere. Avoid negative comments or criticism.

Reason: A positive environment boosts student
morale and encourages a growth mindset in which
students are encouraged to overcome challenges.
